Type of paper
Case study.
Title
Add title here, keeping it as succinct as possible.
Abstract
Add structured abstract of up to 250 words here under the following headings:
Aims: Introduce the topic in and outline the purpose of the case study.
Methods: identify management strategies used to address the clinical issue.
Results: outline the key issues and findings, without specific details.
Conclusion or Summary: summarise any recommendations or conclusions.

Keywords
Add a minimum of three and up to five key words that relate to the topic or subject matter in alphabetical order and lower case. 
Introduction
Briefly describe the key clinical issue or other problem and its significance. Briefly describe current evidence related to the problem. Introduce the aim of the case study.
Case history
For the patient, describe the demographics, comorbid conditions, medications, allergies, social aspects including the living and family environment and other relevant aspects. Outline the past and current clinical situation and circumstances of the patient’s issue. Identify any contributing factors. State the aetiology or underlying cause of the issue,

Clinical management and outcomes
How did you manage the patient’s issue? Describe the key roles played by treating health professionals. Was the patient or family involved in care decisions? What were the outcomes?
(Figures and tables)
Figures and tables should be placed in the main text near to the first time they are cited. Examples are shown below.
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Figure 1. Provide title and brief description of the figure. If there are multiple panels, they should be listed as: (a) Description of what is contained in the first panel; (b) Description of what is contained in the second panel.

Discussion
Relate the case study and your clinical management to evidence-based practice described in the literature and to what others have found or experienced. Explain the rationale for the clinical care and interventions provided.

Recommendations
Identify recommendations for clinical practice.

Conclusions or summary
A conclusion is not mandatory but can be particularly useful if the discussion and recommendations are unusually long and/or complex. If there is no conclusion then summarise the case study, particularly the discussion and recommendations.
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Note: do not include this in the main document if it affects the anonymity of the paper.
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
